AP ART HISTORY: SHMERYKOWSKY

EGYPTIAN ART (ARCHITRECTURE)

ARCHUECTUIRE: strong, solid, geometry; perfection

IMHOTEP: First known architecture on record
 “STEPPED PRYMAID OF DJOSER” 2600bce (2630-2611BCE)

· Megalithic

· Stepped pyramid

· Resembles series of stacked mastabas of diminishing size (6 of them)

MASTABA: flat top building with slanted walls/ burial tomb

ZIGGARAT: similar to pyramid structure
“GREAT PRYAMIDS OF GIZA” 2500 BCE

· 20yrs to build

· 13 acres long, 480ft high, 750ft long, 2 ½ ton stones (from on site or near by)

· Oriented to points of compass

· Ben-Ben: emblem of the sun god Atum 

· Pyramids in line with Orion: Orion shines into one of them on certain day

· Each are in line with each other

· TORA limestone (shiny) on surface

· Large public work project

· Pyramids for MENKAURE, KHAFRE and KHUFU
“GREAT SPINX” 2520-2494 BCE Sandstone (2500BCE)

· From Giza stone quarry

· Associated with sun god

· Joins body of Lion and head of Pharaoh

· Religious: scare away thieves

· Head smaller than body: not in proportion

· Head of Khufu
“FAÇADE OF NORTH PALACE OF MORTURARY PRECINT OF DJOSER” 2630-2611BCE

· Earliest known columns here/ engaged (attached)

· Imhotep

· Engaged columns: column attached to the wall

· Purest of geometric forms

· Either plain or stylized capital 

· Resembled stalks of papyrus
“TEMPLE OF LUXOR” 1400BCE

· Located east bank of Nile

· Known as Southern Sanctuary

· 6 great temples located

· Build with sandstone from SW Egypt (NUBIAN SANDSTONE)

· Used symbolism

· Stylized plant design

· Columns
“PRINCIPLE HALL OF AMUN” or “GREAT HYPOSTYLE HALL OF TEMPLE OF AMUN”

· Filled with columns: 134 massive columns arranged in 16 rows

· PYLONS: massive gateways

· Post/ lintels
“MORTUARY TEMPLS OF QUEEN HATSHEPSUT” 18th Dynasty 1473-1458BCE

· First great female monarch with name on record

· Painted reliefs recounted her divine birth and significance

· Rises from valley floor in 3 colonnaded terraces

· Ramps on central axis
 “VALLEY OF THE TOMBS” 2000 BCE

· Conforms with topography of the lands

· Hatsheput buried here

· East side of Nile

· Axial plan: totally balances

· Colonnade row of columns

· Union of nature and architecture
“HATSHEPSUT AS SPINX” 1473-1458BCE red granite

· “living gods”

· depicting herself as divine birth

· portrayed as daughter of her earthly mother, Queen Ahmose

· honored father, Thutmose, with chapel dedicated in her temple

“TEMPLE OF RAMSES II” 19th Dynasty (1290-1224BCE) Sandstone

· 4 rock cut images of Ramses dominate facade

· Colossal portraits: dozens the height of regular man

· 65 ft tall

· Lack of refinement from earlier periods: sacrificed for overwhelming size

· Built on side of mountain along Nile

· Intended to be flooded but not permanently

· Engineers moved it upstream to prevent damage

“TEMPLE OF DENDUR”

· around 15BCE

· dedicated to Isis, Osiris and well as two deified sons of a local Nubian chieftain, Pediese ("he whom Isis has given") and Pihor ("he who belongs to Horus" 

· post and lintel construction


· light shines through

· carvings and graffiti: from Napoleonic Wars

· at the M.E.T.

“MUMMY WARPPING PF YOUNG BOY” 100-120BCE

· linen wrappings with gilded stucco buttons and en-caustic wood

· late Egyptian style of art: FAYUM portraits: painted faces on panels inserted into mummy wrappings

· Fayum region of Lower Egypt

· Romans intrigued with riches and art

· Roman style portraits painetd wood panel with encoustic

· captured divine individuality of deceased

· we can gaze into their eyes
