AGENDA:
· Students will utilize what they have learned in terms of value to create a STILL-LIFE DRAWING of arranged CRAYONS.

· Students will think about COMPOSITION.

· Students will utilize HIGHLIGHTS, MIDTONES, SHADES, CORE SHADOWS, CONTACT SHADOWS, CAST SHADOWS and  REFLECTED SHADOWS
DIRECTIONS:
1. Find some CRAYONS from home.

2. Place a plain white piece of paper on your table.  This way you can see Contact and Cast Shadows better.

3. Then, choose between 8-10 crayons (color does not matter!)

4. Arrange them in an interesting manner.  Think about COMPOSITION!  (An arrangement of objects in a picture plane.)

5. Please think about your LIGHTSOURCE.  Make sure you can see CONTACT and CAST Shadows.

6. SKETCH your composition first on a sheet of your BRISTOL BOARD. (Please drawing LIGHTLY and then you’re able to fix any mistakes!)

7. Then, begin to apply your Values.

8. Think about your Highlights (brightest areas), Midtones (RANGE of Greys), Shades (Darkest areas), Core Shadows (solid Black), Contact Shadows (Shadows between object and surface), Cast Shadows (Shadows thrown from the object.) and Reflected Shadows (The lightness seen in the darkest areas.)

9. PLEASE OBSERVE CAREFULLY!  Draw what you SEE, not what you THINK you see!
