All these examples use TYPE in different ways.


Majority of them do not think about the BASELINE (The invisible line in which the letters ‘sit’ on.)  


They break the boundaries of how the FONT appears.





Letters can change ORIENTATION (direction) and SIZE.  Sometimes the TYPE and TYPE FAMILY can change.





In the end, it’s a DESIGN of SHAPES, where the viewer can still read the words or enjoy an aesthetic design.
