Tonight:  Study what your introductory paragraph should contain.
Tonight:  Finish your Shakespeare Quotation Page.  

Arrive at class tomorrow, on time, with the page.  Remember:  You cannot hand it in if it contains any text other than your name, the quotations, and the names of the characters who speak each quotation.

The examples you choose for your Shakespeare Quotation Page should, together, represent each feature of the topic sentence.
The Shakespeare topic sentences, which you should have memorized when you arrive at class on Monday, 2/10, are listed on the course webpage beside that date.  

1) In The Taming of the Shrew, Shakespeare uses characterization, symbolism and figurative language to show how Katherine, the so-called “shrew” of the play, 

· reacts with hostility against her society's marriage system, 

· blames her father and sister for their complicity in it, 

· antagonizes her money-hungry suitor, Petruchio, 

· and is ultimately, and controversially, “tamed” by his cruel, manipulative methods.  
2) In the play, Shakespeare also uses the same techniques to show how Petruchio, the so-called “tamer” of the play, 

· decides to acquire Katherine’s large dowry before even meeting her, 

· insists on their marriage using deceit, physical abuse and feigned ignorance, 

· attempts to break her will with torturous methods, 

· and ultimately receives the praise of his male peers.
For Katherine Paragraph, Example #4, you should use either:
· Either:

· Katherine Paragraph, Example #4:  “I pray you, husband, be not so disquiet. / The meat was well, if you were so contented” (Katherine, 4.1.168-69).

· Or:
· Katherine Paragraph, Example #4:  “Let’s each one send unto his wife, / And he whose wife is most obedient / To come at first when he doth send for her / Shall win the wager which we will propose” (Petruchio, 5.2.68-71) and “What is your will, sir, that you send for me?” (Katherine, 5.2.113).
