Global History & Geography I Honors



4th Quarter Project

Aim: Students will make a 10-minute presentation reviewing one chapter from our textbook.

Instructions: 
1. Students will form groups of two. Each group will develop a ten minute presentation on a specific chapter (Chapters 1-18) of the textbook using information in the textbook and their notes. Each group will be assigned a different chapter.

2. Students will be assigned a date on which they will make their presentation.

The class before the presentation, each group will give to Mr. Kruger five multiple choice questions that cover the material the students will present. They can also present to Mr. Kruger any handouts they would like to distribute to the class as part of their presentation. Mr. Kruger will photocopy the questions and the handouts in time for the next class. 3. Each group’s grade will be based on the clarity of the presentation, the level of preparedness of the group’s participants, and the ability of the presentation to cover the material in the chapter in a clear, complete and concise manner. The project grade will be worth one test grade.
