Interview with a Recent Immigrant
1) Conduct an in-depth interview with a recent immigrant to the United States. A “recent” immigrant means someone who has been living in this country for ten years or less.
2) Write the paper using your notes from the interview. The profile should be a well-written description of the life and ideas of the person you interviewed. To make sure you use all the information you collected in the interview, divide the paper into sections and devote each section to a particular theme. Be sure to include quotes from your interview, even if just phases. Here is the format you should follow:

Section 1: Introduce the interviewee, their life in their country of origin, their experiences leaving home, their trip to the US and their expectations for life in the US.

Section 2: Tell about the interviewee’s first experiences in the US and their experiences in daily life in this country. Include, if applicable, mastering a new language and dealing with the challenges of discrimination.

Section 3: Tell about the interviewee’s feelings about what it means to live in this country and/or “be an American” and still retain their own cultural identity. In what ways have they experienced cultural diffusion?

It may be useful to add background information in order to help you and the reader to better understand your interviewee. If you decide to do this, use footnotes and cite your sources in a bibliography.

The paper should be a maximum of 5 typed pages. Your grade will be based mainly on the content of your report and how well it is written. However, you should also pay attention to spelling, grammar and punctuation. They will also have a bearing on your grade.
