Triangle Shirtwaist Fire

-March 25, 1911
-146 girls died

-doors to the factory were locked

   *keep out union reps    
*prevent theft

*monitor bathroom breaks-dock their pay
-fire department couldn’t reach the girls-ladders & hoses too short
(Factory Investigating Commission(laws passed to protect workers/make workplace safer

Fuller Building

-better known as the Flatiron Building b/c of its shape

The Stuyvesant

-first apartment building

-built on what had been Peter Stuyvesant’s farm

Dakota

-made fun of b/c of its location-many thought too far uptown to make a profit

-December 8th-former Beatle John Lennon is killed outside the Dakota by a crazed fan

IRT
-Interborough Rapid Transit-first subway

-financed by August Belmont

-opened 1904-mayor George McClellan took ceremonial first ride

-cost only a nickel(democratic revolution in mass transportation b/c AFFORDABLE

Alfred Beach

-built the pneumatic subway aka the secret subway

-powered by air-never went into operation

Lillian Wald

-started the Visiting Nurse Service of NY

-would visit tenements trying to provide healthcare to huge number of immigrants who couldn’t afford it

-hop from roof to roof in order to save time since there were no elevators
Lawrence Veiller

-exhibit-“City of Living Death”-mock tenement

-draw the public’s attention to the horrible conditions in the tenements
